Ultra Bond 2000TM concentrate mixes readily with water and is applied at ambient temperature to be treated under pressure, typically 20 to 30 psi.  Application is usually performed with a specially equipped applicator truck.

Typically, ¼ gallon of diluted material per square yard is applied twice, in separate treatments, one after the other with a third application 10 days to 2 weeks after first treatment.  The dilution ratio of Ultra Bond 2000TM concentrate to water and the frequency of treatments will vary upon soil conditions, porosity, anticipated traffic, etc.  To aid in determining the approximate square yardage of the area to be treated and the approximate volume of diluted Ultra Bond 2000TM to be applied, please refer to the chart below:
